Morning Communion - on the first Wednesday of the month there will be a “Reading the
Bible together” group at 9:00am, then coffee, followed by a simple Communion Service at
10:00am.

Evening Communion - This service is short and simple in nature and provides an
opportunity for people who can’t get to church on a Sunday or who wish to come to a
mid-week service, perhaps on their way home after work, to find stillness and space to be
with God. This service will have a focus on Healing Prayer.
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“The body is a unit, made up of many parts; and though all its parts are many, they form one
body.... Now you are the body of Christ, and each one of you is a part of it.”
(1Corinthians 12:12,27)

July, for many, is a month of endings, finishing school, either for the summer, or some, for
good. lItis often a time of drawing things together before the summer holidays. But in the life
of the Church it is a time of ‘new beginnings,’ not least for those being ordained as ministers
and priests within the community of the Church.

Going to an Ordination Service, still even today, is a very grand and humbling affair. Grand
because it still moves the human spirit to see a thousand people plus in a packed Cathedral
being caught up in the wonder and mystery, pomp and circumstance of walking with those
making such a public declaration and dedication of their lives to God; humbling because such
a public dedication at the same time reminds and, perhaps even disturbingly challenges us to
consider again our own sense of ‘calling’ by God into the bargain.

Of course, to many to believe one is ‘called’ to something these days flies in the face of much

modern sensibilities. We want to be free, able to get away at weekends, do our own thing, be
independent and flexible, to be able to adapt to the constant and ever changing circumstances
of a busy life. We have spent a lot of time, energy, and good money to make this life the way

it is, and we’re not in the mood much for anyone coming along and asking us to change it.

So please don't ask us to follow a ‘calling.” But that is precisely what Jesus seems to do, not
just to would be Priests and Deacons, but also to fishermen, a tax collector, a freedom fighter,
some rather ordinary other passers-by, and to an accountant who was eventually to betray
Him. Not that all accountants are to be suspected. But, Jesus to each of them did say,
“Come, follow me!”

Notice He didn't say, “Come to the 10.30 (or indeed the 8.00am) service on a Sunday just to
make my Sunday attendance figures look better. Church wasn’t something you “came to,” or
“went to,” it was something that you were and are by nature of accepting your calling. Where
Jesus was the Church was, in homes in heatrts, in lives, and the Church existed not simply for
its own sake, but so that it could announce to the world the “Good News,” yes, the “Good
News” that God calls everybody. Nobody is to be excluded, to each God calls, to each He
offers the incredible opportunity of being known as “children of God” (Romans 8:16).

Of course, not all decide they want the upheaval of having their lives turned upside down, you
only have to read the story of the rich young man for that (Matthew 19:16-30). Interestingly, it
tends to be those with most to lose, both in the Church and in society, who find the message
of Jesus something they simply cannot accept. But to those who follow the call He promises
adventure of self discovery and acceptance, and life in such abundance that, when challenged
by Jesus whether or not they too wouldn’t rather be doing something else, Peter relied, “to
whom shall we go? Only you have the words of eternal life. We believe and know that you
are the Holy one of God.” (John 6:68)

So where does that leave us? Are we all meant therefore to be ‘ordained’? Heaven forbid!
But | would like everyone to know the feeling of having a whole company of witnesses in earth
and heaven take great joy in walking with them and hold their breath as each individual utters
an incredible cry of the soul in response to their own unique and personal call.




Now, in case you think all this sounds somewhat abstract and somewhat marginal. Only for
me on Wednesday did | glimpse this very moment in reality. | had just taken the assembly in
one of two primary schools. At the end of the assembly as | was packing everything away and
the children were returning to their classrooms, totally unprovoked a young lad of maybe eight
or nine came up to me and in all seriousness simply declared, matter of fact, “Matt | do love
Jesus. | do want to be a Christian.”

To some this may seem as if | was attempting indoctrination. But that would be to genuinely
rob the moment of its sanctity and indeed its integrity. Had | asked for an “altar call’? No.
Had | led the young people to believe that this was somehow a ‘cool’ thing to do? No. Which
made this young man’s statement and public assertion all the more out of the ordinary,
remarkable, and humbling, not unlike that of the Ordination Vows in a Cathedral.

What can we learn from all this? That God calls all, including the little ones, and more often
than not it is they who humble us adults, particularly us clergy, to remind ourselves of the
simplicity, but also the joy of saying “yes” to God. Secondly, in an age in which the Church as
we know it is likely to change almost out of all recognition from what many will have known for
so much of their lives, not least because of finance, we hold fast that God hasn'’t given up on
His vision, His mission and His character, to call and to call all.

So in this month of July, when we celebrate with Tim and Heather, and not forgetting Chris
Butler (one time member of the congregation here and head of Vine Counselling, and now,
having trained, going to serve as Curate in Cheddar), we look to remind ourselves of our first
and primary calling, that of saying “yes to God,” “yes to be part of His worldwide Body — the
Church,” “yes to being willing to share the Good News of His love,” “yes to be willing to be
called by the greatest of the titles He bestows on a human being — to be called a “child of
God.”

Not many may seek to go forward for Ordination but the even greater prize is indeed the
former, to say “yes” to wanting to be called “a child of God.”

At this time of year many of us are packing for holidays
or sharing snaps and memories of our few weeks in the
sun and I've been thinking about my favourite holiday.

In June 1992 | entered hospital for triple bypass surgery.
The night before the operation | had been prepared for
dying as well as living. It was a sobering, and yet
strangely peaceful moment. My eldest son David, told
me subsequently that he had half prepared himself to
become the ‘head’ of the family.

In September that year, three months after my operation,
we took a trip to the Amalfi Coast of Italy. Amalfi is a
beautiful place, set on the Mediterranean, and amidst
steep hillsides. We had booked the hotel, paid for

through the kind generosity of anonymous donors, where
the instructions for entry read: ‘Amalfi has many steps and reasonable mobility is
necessary from persons coming to the hotel, as well as walking in the town.’

I had been advised to take a lot of exercise. The climbing of steps, hills and anything
else ‘up’ was very much in the rehabilitation programme. Each day we made our way
up into the towns and villages that hung on the cliffs over looking the sea. We walked
in the lemon groves, took delight in sampling the local ‘Lemoncello’ liqueur and
relaxing over coffee in the city square.

We took trips out too. On one day we went to the island of Capri, once the home of
Gracie Fields, but rather more salaciously the place where the Romans of St. Paul's
time lived a pretty dissolute life among the buildings which now lie in ruins on its
sunny hilltops. We took a trip too to Pompeii, and climbed Vesuvius. We were
accompanied up Vesuvius by Alison Stedman, the actress, most recently known for
her part in the TV comedy Gavin and Stacey. We had met in one of those imposed
tourist stops beloved of tour operators, and she, like me was steaming like Vesuvius
at the indignity of it all.

What | remember most, however, was the sense of gratitude that | was alive and

able to enjoy the experience. Undoubtedly there have been many holidays which

offered more excitement and companionship, but this one marked a recovery that
might never have happened, and | am grateful.
